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1 Overview

This Liaison statement is in reply to the HGI liaison, dated Jan 30th 2009. 
2 Proposal

The OMA DM group thanks the HGI in its continued interest of the OMA DM enabler. The liaison addresses some of the questions contained within the last liaison from the HGI.

The OMA DM group believes that the main focus of the liaison was to address Convergence, an area where both the HGI and OMA DM group’s realms will overlap in the future.

The HGI asks: “What are the services and applications that are enabled by a CDM architecture?”

The OMA DM group has started work on writing the requirements for the new major version of OMA DM (OMA DM 2.0), and, in doing so, has been seeking guidance from the Converged Device Management (CDM) BoF findings, undertaken in 2007. Given that many devices now have multiple transports (WiMAX, Cellular, Wi-Fi, tethering, etc), the OMA DM group is ensuring that the device will be able to be bootstrapped and managed regardless of the network is it on at any given time. The overlap here between the OMA DM group and HGI is that a device may be attached to a home gateway via Wi-Fi, or could even be attached to a home Femto cell.

In answer to the above question, ALL services and applications could be enabled / managed by a CDM architecture. Once again, the OMA DM group is looking to manage a device regardless of the network it’s attached to, even if that devices attaches to several different network types in any given period of time.

The HGI asks: “Whether and how OMA's management architecture would fit into the current HGI management mode.”

The aim of the OMA DM group, in writing the DM2.0 enabler, is that the device will be manageable independently of the network it is attached to.
