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1. Overall description:
ETSI M2M would like to first thank OMA DM for the persistent support and cooperation on the modeling of management objects for the management of ETSI M2M devices. 

ETSI M2M has taken careful analysis on the comments provided in LS of M2M(12)19_012 and reached the consensus on the corresponding solutions, which are listed in response to each of comment bullets of M2M(12)19_012 as follows:
a. The typo is corrected.
b. The occurrence and optionality of SAF policy related MO nodes are adjusted and further clarified with necessary default values for “time zero” instantiation.
c. It’s clarified as a leaf node.
d. The editorial issue is fixed.
e. We appreciate the advice but prefer to keep current structure for better readability and extensibility.
f. The node is modified as a leaf node with the format of ‘char’.
g. We appreciate the advice but prefer to keep current structure for better readability and extensibility.
h. The occurrence of <x>/AreaNwks/<x> is changed as ‘ZeroOrMore’ to solve the ‘time zero’ issue.

Based on all the changes above, we have updated ETSI TS 101 404 (see the attachment) and approved it for both ETSI M2M release 1 publication and OMNA registration. Meanwhile, further comments or suggestions from OMA DM are always welcome to improve the data model as need.

ETSI M2M also appreciates the information shared by OMA DM about the ongoing work of DM NG and the M2M Device Classification. Since the current target of ETSI M2M is to develop the release 2 specifications within a constrained time frame, we feel that it may be hard to leverage the work of DM NG at this moment according to current work schedules on both sides. However, it is still possible to benefit from this work in the future developments. 

As for the work item of M2M Device Classification, ETSI M2M has reviewed the White Paper WID and concluded that there is no related ongoing activity in ETSI M2M. Although it is not clear yet how this work could be leveraged by ETSI M2M, it should be beneficial for managing M2M devices as well as providing M2M service capabilities in the standardized way. Therefore, please keep us informed about the progress on this work item so that we may have further evaluation.

At last, ETSI M2M confirms the support of OMA DM 1.3 specifications for the remote entity management functionality as normative references in TS 102 690 (stage 2), TS 102 921 (stage 3) and TS 101 404 (OMA DM compliant MO) specifications of ETSI M2M release 1.
