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1 Overview

The purpose of this liaison statement is to provide ETSI TC M2M an update of OMA DM progress including discussion during the conference call on Nov 30 and a request for guidance on Lightweight DM.
2 Proposal

The OMA Device Management Working Group has been working on an enabler known as Gateway Management Object (GwMO) and we would like to inform ETSI TC M2M of the progress on this enabler.  

The purpose of the GwMO enabler is to allow remote management of devices that sit behind a gateway or firewall and do not have direct Client/Server communication.  In some cases the Client may support a different protocol than OMA DM.  The GwMO allows management of devices either by managing devices directly on behalf of the DM Server, or by providing a means for Client and Server to communicate via the gateway.

We believe that the GwMO enabler may provide some or all of the functionality specified in the ETSI GREM service capability.  We have attached the current draft version of the GwMO Technical Specification for your review.  We would like to know if this enabler fulfils the GREM requirements, and if not, what additional functionality is needed.  As part of this, it would help us to know what types of end-devices ETSI M2M envisions needing the REM service capability.
Additionally, OMA DM is considering a new work item to develop a “lightweight” alternative to the current DM protocol to support possible M2M use cases where the existing transaction, representation, and security models might not be optimum.  We are soliciting guidance from ETSI M2M in this regard.  Given what you know of OMA DM and what you predict might be needed to support specific M2M use cases (particularly those involving ‘simple’ devices, low-volume data transactions, and/or special security needs), can you offer suggestions on which aspects of the OMA DM enabler might be modified to support these use cases?
To further the coordination between our two groups, we would like to suggest a joint conference call, to be held some time after the first of the year.  We typically have calls on Tuesdays at 14:00 GMT and we would like to suggest Tuesday, January 27, February 1, or February 22 at 14:00 GMT as possibilities for such a joint call.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA DM WG kindly asks ETSI TC M2M to:

1. Review the draft GwMO technical specification and advise if it fulfils the needs of the GREM service capability requirements, and if not, to advise what is missing:

2. Provide information on what are the expected M2M end devices and their capabilities that would need REM capability

3. Provide guidance on a ‘lightweight’ version of OMA DM as discussed above

4. Consider our request for a joint conference call and advise if the proposed date and time are acceptable.  If not, please suggest a time that is acceptable to ETSI M2M.
