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1 Overview

Open Mobile Alliance (OMA) Device Management (DM) Working Group (WG) would like to inform ETSI TC M2M about the new Work Item (WI) “OMA DM Gateway Management Object (GwMO) v1.1” approved by OMA Technical Plenary in August 2012 and assigned to the OMA DM WG.
2 Proposal

OMA DM specifications are consists of core DM Enablers and more than 50 Management Objects (MOs). Core DM Enabler (e.g., DM v1.3) provides a general framework and protocols to manage a spectrum of devices. MO is the dedicated interface for a management application (e.g., remote configuration, firmware updates or diagnosis) which works on top of a core DM enabler.
The OMA DM is typically used to manage devices where the OMA DM Client and the DM Server have direct discovery, reachability and communication without requiring a gateway in-between. GwMO enables management of End Devices where the direct communication with the OMA DM Server is not possible (e.g., the End Device behind a firewall or not supporting OMA DM).  
GwMO v1.0 Enabler has been approved as Candidate in May 2012. GwMO v1.0 covers Transparent, Proxy, and Protocol Adaptation modes of operation; Device inventory; Command fanout and response aggregation and Storage of configuration data and software image for subtending devices. Adaptation mode is to be used when the End Device does not support OMA DM specifications. GwMO v1.0 Enabler provided informative section describing approaches for realizing the Adaptation Mode however no protocol specific mapping rules were specified. 

GwMO v1.1 primarily focuses on the technical realization of the Adaptation mode thus allowing End Devices to supporting non-OMA DM protocol (e.g., ZigBee) to be managed by DM Server. The GwMO v1.1 will provide the framework and guidelines for adaptation and improving the specifications to ensure interoperability with End Devices. This adaptation mode of GwMO 1.1 can be highly useful especially for the M2M since many types of devices can coexist in the M2M environment. 
The GwMO v1.1 work areas include:
· Adaptation Mode 

· Framework and guidelines for the adaptation of non-OMA DM protocol data to OMA DM management object format.
· Adaptation rules for well-known management protocols (e.g. non-OMA DM to OMA DM )

· GwMO adaptation over short range wireless technologies, e.g. ZigBee 

· Hierarchical architectures

· Gateway for Gateways i.e. End Devices being DM Gateways themselves

· Enhancements of GwMO v1.0

In [1] the approved OMA GwMO v1.1 Work Item Document (WID) is provided. The associated WID presentation is available in [2].
In [3] the approved version of the OMA GwMO v1.0 Enabler is provided as a baseline reference. 
OMA DM WG has started gathering requirements and use cases on the new work item DM GwMO v1.1 since the face-to-face OMA meeting in September 2012. The DM Group expects to complete the requirements task by December 2012 and the technical specifications by October 2013.
