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1 Overview

OMA DM Working Group (WG) would like to thank Wi-Fi Alliance for sharing the status update of Hotspot 2.0 Release 2 Technical Specification.
2 Actions
OMA DM WG has taken note of Wi-Fi Alliance statement about the possible interest of OMA DM WG in some Management Objects which Wi-Fi Alliance is developing as part of Hotspot 2.0 Technical Specification.

OMA DM WG welcomes any collaboration with Wi-Fi Alliance in this sense.

Regarding the requested action to provide information regarding any work that may relevant, OMA DM WG published the Management Object Design Guidelines White Paper [1] which provides methods and guidelines helpful during the specification of a Management Object compatible with any version of OMA DM 1.X protocol;  
in [2] the last version of the protocol published (OMA DM v1.3) as Candidate Release.

OMA DM WG would like to inform Wi-Fi Alliance that the new release OMA DM v2.0 is currently in draft and it is expected to be completed in 3Q 2013: in [3] the Requirement and Architecture Documents published as Candidate Release, while in [4] the last version of Technical Specification.

In [5] the Approved Version of Connectivity Management Object, specified by OMA DM WG, in [6] the Certificate Provisioning MO, specified by DM ARC SEC WG as part of OMA Application Layer Security Common Functions V1.1.

Please note that other material may be also of interest, but it is not possible for OMA DM WG to identify them at this time without reviewing the Wi-Fi Alliance Hotspot 2.0 Technical Specification.

OMA DM WG would like to request to Wi-Fi Alliance to transmit as attachment of a liaison (or a pointer to a web document), free of access, any document Wi-Fi Alliance would like to submit to OMA DM WG attention, as OMA cannot process the proposed procedure based on form to receive password; due to this reason, the Hotspot 2.0 Release 2 Draft Technical Specification has not been reviewed by OMA DM WG at this time.
DM WG would like to propose that Confidential Information sent by the Wi-Fi Alliance to OMA could be uploaded to the OMA portal and marked as "OMA Confidential" on the OMA system. OMA members would then be able to review the information.
