9. Super Distribution

OMA DRM v2 provides 2 mechanisms for superdistribution:
(i) Protected Content, in the form of a DCF, can be distributed from one device to another over any physical removable media, wired or wireless network connection without any restrictions. 
(ii) If present in the DCF the ContentURL header, as defined in OMA DCF Specification [DCF-v2], MAY be distributed from one device to another. 
If a super-distributed DCF has the appropriate headers, indicating that it supports previews, then the receiving device MAY use the information provided to generate a preview for the user. This preview may be provided in the form of “instant preview”, where the DCF itself has a preview element that can be used without a Rights Object. In addition, the DCF headers may also indicate a preview method where the device would need to acquire a preview Rights Object before providing any preview capabilities. See the [DRMDCF-v2] for further details on the appropriate DCF headers.
