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1 Reason for Contribution

Secure Content Exchange WI has been approved by TP. It is looking forward to collecting corresponding use cases and its high level and system level requirements.
This contribution suggests a use case targeting the OMA DRM Secure Content Exchange Requirements Document.

2 Summary of Contribution

Partial Move of State Information is one of the use case at Task #1 Flexible Rights Transfer and DRM Domain Management of the Secure Content Exchange Work Item.
3 Detailed Proposal

Include the following use case in the Secure Content Exchange Requirements Document.

3.1 Use Case <Partial Move of State Information>

3.1.1 Short Description

When Rights Object is stateful, state information is managed by DRM Agent. If downloaded Rights Object is stateful and user want to transfer partial rights to other terminal, terminal transfers Rights Object and partially moves state information to other terminal.

After partially moving state information from a terminal to another terminal, state of transferring terminal is decreased by value N, and state of terminal being transferred is increased by value N, where value N is selected by user.
Figure 1 depicts partial move of state information.

3.1.2 Actors
· DRM Agent 1

3.1.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

· DRM Agent 1 : DRM Agent 1 SHALL be able to generate format of state information to be transferred to DRM Agent 2. DRM Agent 1 SHOULD transfer state information securely. It is recommended that trusted mechanism to divide a state information into two state information is provided.
· DRM Agent 2 : DRM Agent 2 SHALL verify received state information.
· User : n/a
3.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· DRM Agent 1 : DRM Agent 1 is all able to use Content after Rights Transfer

· DRM Agent 2 : DRM Agent 2 is all able to use Content after Rights Transfer
· User : User can decide how much size of Rights to be transferred to another terminal.
3.1.3 Pre-conditions

3.1.4 Post-conditions

Event of transferring rights using partial move of state information MAY be notified to Rights Issuer.

3.1.5 Normal Flow

1. DRM Agent 1 transfers stateful Rights Object to DRM Agent 2
2. User selects size of state information to be transferred.

3. DRM Agent 1 transfers state information which was prepared by DRM Agent 1 to DRM Agent 2.

4. DRM Agent 1 modifies original state information.
3.1.6 Alternative Flow

The new requirements derived from the use case above are to be included in the Secure Content Exchange Requirements Document as follows:

In High Level Functional Requirements:

· It SHALL be possible for one terminal to partially move state information to other terminal.
In Overall System Requirements:

· State Information SHALL be moved securely.

· User SHALL be able to make decision on size or portion of state information to be transferred.
