It SHALL be possible to restrict the distribution of content extracted from content originally protected by non-OMA DRM to specific OMA devices.

It SHALL be possible to specifically designate OMA devices to which content extracted from content originally protected by non-OMA DRM may be distributed.

It SHALL be possible to restrict the consumption of content extracted from content originally protected by non-OMA DRM to specific OMA devices.

It SHALL be possible to specifically designate OMA devices that are allowed to consume content extracted from content originally protected by non-OMA DRM.

It SHALL be possible to prevent specific OMA devices from consuming content extracted from content originally protected by non-OMA DRM.

It SHOULD be possible to notify Users when one or more of their OMA devices are prevented from consuming content extracted from content originally protected by non-OMA DRM.
It SHALL be possible for OMA devices to share content extracted from content that was originally protected by non-OMA DRM.

It SHALL be possible to specifically designate OMA devices that are allowed to share content extracted from content that was originally protected by non-OMA DRM.

It SHALL be possible to restrict the sharing of content extracted from content that was originally protected by non-OMA DRM to specific OMA devices.

It SHALL be possible to limit the number of OMA devices that share content extracted from content that was originally protected by non-OMA DRM.

It SHALL be possible for content protected by OMA DRM to be shared temporarily between two OMA devices.

It SHALL be possible for rights permitting temporary use of content protected by OMA DRM to be distributed.

It SHALL be possible for rights permitting temporary use of content protected by OMA DRM to be acquired.

It SHALL be possible to enable temporary use of content on an OMA device within proximity of an OMA device that has acquired rights to that content.
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
