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1 Reason for Change

The DLOTAv2 specification includes the ability to suppress the user confirmation step within the download process through inclusion of the suppressUserConfirmation element. Suppression of the user confirmation step is only honoured by the device if the server is on a whitelist of authorised servers.  This functionality allows service providers to provision content on a user’s device without the need for an explicit user confirmation, this can be particularly advantageous for over-night download services where the user is not available to confirm/accept the download or where the user has given a blanket confirmation to accept content from a particular service provider or download server.  However there are several places within download process where explicit user notification is mandated or suggested and currently there is no specification text to specify what the Download Agent must do if Download Descriptor contains the suppressUserConfirmation element. In the majority of cases user confirmation is only sought if a choice has to be made or an error or unexpected situation occurs. In some situations (e.g. over-night download) there is little benefit of providing a notification to the user because they may not be available.  In order to address this issue this CR proposes: 
(i) Moving the suppressUserConfirmation element to become a child of the meta element and therefore allowing it to be specified at both the Product and Media Object Level 
(ii) The behaviour if the suppressUserConfirmation element is specified at: 

a. the Product level only

b. the Media Object level only 

c. both the Product and Media Object level

(iii) Changing the type of the suppressUserConfirmation element to an enumerated string with the following values ‘Always’, ‘UserConfirmStepOnly’ and ‘Never’.
(iv) Default behaviour that the Download Agent should observe in the situations where the suppressUserConfirmation element is present and set to ‘Always’ and the server can be authorised.  In almost all of these situations the general rule that the Download Agent should follow is to post a suitable status report so that the server side download service logic is made aware of the problem and can attempt to act accordingly and even attempt to recover such that the content can eventually be downloaded successfully.  
(v) Behaviour when the suppressUserConfirmation element value is equal to  ‘UserConfirmStepOnly’ or ‘Never’ values of the suppressUserConfirmation element. 
(vi) Minor editorial changes.
