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1 Reason for Contribution

The Secure Content Exchange (SCE) RD uses the term Temporary Sharing to refer to sharing between devices that are in close proximity to each other.  This term has caused some confusion, since the distinguishing characteristic of Temporary Sharing is really proximity between devices and not the time duration of the sharing (even though the proximity condition will normally be of a temporary nature).  In addition, contribution OMA-DLDRM-2006-0112, which was agreed in principle at the Vancouver DLDRM meeting, proposes a similar form of sharing called Time-Limited Sharing that does not require proximity between devices.  New terminology is needed in order to clarify the use cases and requirements in the SCE RD and to accommodate the concept of Time-Limited Sharing. 
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes the term Ad Hoc Sharing to capture the sharing of limited rights between devices in unplanned, spontaneous situations, e.g. sharing a song with a new group of friends at a party or playing a video on a hotel room TV while travelling.  Proximity-Limited Sharing (which is equivalent to Temporary Sharing in the current SCE RD) is defined as a special case of Ad Hoc Sharing in which proximity between devices is required, and Time-Limited Sharing is simply Ad Hoc Sharing in which the Rights received by a recipient Device contain a time constraint.  
We also propose the removal of the term Temporary Sharing from the SCE RD.  It is recommended that the term Temporary be reserved for sharing based on temporary membership in a domain, as suggested in contribution OMA-DLDRM-2006-0075R02.

If the DLDRM group agrees with the new definitions below, QUALCOMM will prepare the CRs needed to modify the SCE RD to use the new terminology in all affected use cases and normative requirements (these CRs will also close action item 606).
3 Detailed Proposal

Background

As defined in the current SCE RD, Temporary Sharing is intended to provide a user with the ability to share limited rights with other devices whose identities are not known in advance (this is in contrast to sharing in a User Domain, whose membership consists of a planned set of devices, typically owned by a single user or members of a family).  The rights that a source device shares with a recipient device are independent of the source device’s own rights to render the associated DRM Content (the source device can use the Move operation defined in the SCE RD to share its own rights with other devices).
We propose the term Ad Hoc Sharing to describe this type of limited sharing.  One of the dictionary definitions of Ad Hoc is: “formed or used for specific or immediate problems or needs”.  This term is a good description for the kind of impromptu sharing described in the SCE RD, since the “immediate problem” faced by the user is the need to share their rights with another user in a variety of unexpected situations.
In the absence of any constraints, Ad Hoc Sharing could allow a source device to provide arbitrary rights to an unlimited number of recipient devices.  To make Ad Hoc Sharing practical, it must be possible for a rights issuer to specify:
· Constraints on the ability of a source device to engage in Ad Hoc Sharing, including:

· Whether the source device is allowed to share rights for a particular content item via Ad Hoc Sharing

· Whether proximity between the source and recipient devices is required for Ad Hoc Sharing between them (Proximity-Limited Sharing)
· Limits on the number of times the rights to a particular content item can be shared via Ad Hoc Sharing

· Limits on the number of simultaneous “shares”, i.e. the number of outstanding rights objects for a content item that have not yet expired

· Constraints on the rights that can be granted to a recipient device in Ad Hoc Sharing, including

· Limits on the number of plays (e.g. <count> constraint of one)
· Limits on the amount of time during which the rights can be consumed (e.g. a <datetime> constraint that expires two hours after the recipient device receives the rights) (Time-Limited Sharing)
The current SCE RD also defines the concept of a Temporary Domain, which is defined as “A group of Devices that engage in Temporary Sharing that is governed by a Domain Policy”.  We propose to replace this term with the terms Ad Hoc Domain and Proximity-Limited Domain, which are defined below.
Definitions
	Ad Hoc Sharing
	Sharing that is intended to allow a source Device to share limited Rights with a recipient Device in spontaneous, unplanned situations, e.g. sharing a song with a new group of friends at a party or playing a video on a hotel room TV while travelling. The Rights Issuer can specify the Rights granted to the recipient Device and the conditions under which the source Device is allowed to share rights via Ad Hoc Sharing.

	Proximity-Limited Sharing
	Ad Hoc Sharing that is possible only when the source and recipient Devices are in proximity.

	Time-Limited Sharing
	Ad Hoc Sharing in which the Rights granted to the recipient Device include a time constraint.

	Ad Hoc Domain
	A group of Devices that engage in Ad Hoc Sharing that is governed by a Domain Policy.  

	Proximity-Limited Domain
	An Ad Hoc Domain in which all member Devices must be in proximity to the Domain Enforcement Agent.


4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

We propose that the group agree on the proposed definitions, which would then be the basis for CRs to the SCE RD to add the definitions to the document and assure that the defined terms are used consistently throughout the document.
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
