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1 Reason for Contribution

Two dedicated conference calls on the Move Framework have occurred on October 3 and 10, 2006. Not all members of the DLDRM participated and hence a need to provide a status update to the general DLDRM group.
2 Summary of Contribution

This Input Contribution provides a status update on the Move Framework, based on the two dedicated conference calls that have taken place.

3 Detailed Proposal

At the San Diego interim meeting (September 18 – 20, 2006), the DLDRM group decided to form a “Task Force” to coordinate the efforts of the SRM and SCE projects, based on document 0391 “Framework for Move”. It was decided to have a conference call on October 3, 2006. Aram Perez volunteered to head the discussions. After the invitation was sent out, a notification was sent  explained that OMA procedures did not allow a “task force” at the DLDRM level but that there could be dedicated calls (or meetings) on specific topics. During the dedicated calls, documents can not be noted or agreed; documents can only be noted and agreed to during formal DLDRM meetings or calls. During the October 3 Jan explained the situation which was accepted by those attending the call. The dedicated calls follow the same protocol as the regular DLDRM calls.
3.1 Summary of the October 3 dedicated call

No decisions were made on these documents.

Bill agreed to produce a document with some recommendations for the revocation checking options from the SRM people to be discussed in the October 10 dedicated call.

3.2 Summary of the October 10 dedicated call

The participants all tentatively noted all the above documents. Youn Sung will produce 0393R01 that incorporates some of David’s comments for discussion in Athens. The document Secure authentication channel (0383, Yunsang) was postponed until Athens.
The key issue being discussed is how revocation checking will be performed. The documents 0389R01 and 0399 discuss the options and some initial recommendations. During this call, it was decided to have a informal dedicated meeting during the Athens OMA meetings to finalize the revocation checking. This meeting will take place on October 16, from 1900-2100. A general invitation to this meeting has already been sent out to the reflector. The location will be announced in Athens.
3.3 Future plans

Besides the informal meeting in Athens (or any more that may occur there), more dedicated calls will take place on Tuesdays until the Move Framework is complete. Once the framework is agreed, work on the SRM TS will take place. The goal is to not cause any delays to the SRM WISPR.
