Thank you for sending us this information as we work to expand the OMA DRM specification via the SCE work item which may lead to conceptual harmonisation. 

Please note that OMA DRM 2.0 already contains methods and procedures for domain management as called out in your authorized domain requirements. For details please see the OMA DRM 2.0 specification at http://www.openmobilealliance.org/release_program/drm_v2_0.html.

Since the interconnection of DRMs or Content protection technologies is a trust body licensing issue and that CPCM is yet to be completed as stated at A094 Bluebook DVB link http://www.dvb.org/technology/dvb-cpcm/ it would be improper for OMA DRM to cite A094. 

Currently OMA DRM provides trust bodies the capability to connect to other DRM and content protection mechanisms via its Export function. SCE will supplement interconnection of OMA DRM agents upon completion of the SCE work item. This will likely be the basis to connect to any future CPCM product.

We appreciate DVB-CPCM bluebook information and may contact you in future concerning clarifications or instances where we might be able to work together.
