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1 Reason for Change

The current SRM AD supports the service of Rights relocation using Device, similarly, SRM can also be used as a media to transfer RO between Devices if the Devices can not establish direct connection. The CR thus adds a flow to reflect the above service.
Another change made by this CR is that we add some description about Move Count in these two services, since it is concluded in the recently Move Framework CC that the Move Count in SRM should be take into account.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
5.5.4 Service 4 – Rights Relocation Using Device
A Rights stored in an SRM (Source) can be moved to another SRM (Target) through Devices. The Rights is moved from the source SRM to a Device, the Rights in the Device can then be moved from the Device to the target SRM. 
If the Device is only used as a transport media, the moved Rights in Device-A should not be allowed to be used, and in the whole process( from SRM-B to SRM-C), the Move Count should be reduced once.

Otherwise, the Rights in Device-A can be used, and in the whole process( from SRM-B to SRM-C), the Move Count should be reduced twice.
Figure 7 shows components and interfaces for the relocation service and Table 5 specifies actions on the interfaces.

5.5.5 Service 5 – Rights Relocation Using SRM
A Rights stored in an Device (Source) can be moved to another Device (Target) through SRM. The Rights is moved from the source Device to a SRM, the Rights in the SRM can then be moved from the SRM to the target Device. 
If the SRM is only used as a transport media, the moved Rights in SRM-A should not be allowed to be used, and in the whole process( from Device-B to Device -C), the Move Count should be reduced once.

Otherwise, the Rights in SRM-A can be used, and in the whole process( from Device -B to Device -C), the Move Count should be reduced twice.
Figure 8 shows components and interfaces for the relocation service and Table 6 specifies actions on the interfaces.
