Comment:

Section 4.3.3.4 states “If multiple DRM Agents try to consume a single Rights in the SRM, only one DRM Agent consumes the Rights exclusively.” This seems to say that one SRM can be used by multiple DRM Agents simultaneously, but this is not stated either in use cases section or in requirement section of SRM-RD document. What is more, if this feature will be supported, it does have some impact on the Move protocol e.g. the push-Move suggested in CR0503, I think. Imagine a Device Moves Rights to an SRM and in the mean time the SRM provides Rights for Direct Rendering to another Device, unexpected duplication or something like would happen.
