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1 Reason for Change

The purpose of this Change Request is to clarify the behaviour of a DRM Agent when it receives an OCSP Response that does not have the nextUpdate field present.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

None, although some current DRM Agents might have interpreted the behaviour differently than what is proposed in this CR.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

None.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Change the 2nd to the last paragraph of section 5.4.2.4.1
Note that any cached OCSP responses have their own validity period, which normally will be much shorter than the validity period of the RI Context. Per [OCSP-MP], if an OCSP response does not have the nextUpdate present, then the DRM Agent MUST not cache the OCSP response.
Change 2:  Change the 4th paragraph of section 6.2

To reduce the load on OCSP responders, RIs SHOULD use locally cached OCSP responses to the extent possible. However, per [OCSP-MP], if an OCSP response does not have the nextUpdate present, then the RI MUST not cache the OCSP response.
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
