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1 Reason for Change

During the formal review of the SRM AD, it was noted that the convention used to describe the interfaces and the directionality of the arrows in the Architecture Diagram are not consistent with those used in other OMA specifications.   The diagram also suggests that an interface consists of a single un-directional message flow while later in the document the message flows show that an interface may consist of a request to a destination and optionally a response.  
This CR adopts the recommendations of ARC from the AD review and aligns the interface descriptions to be consistent with the rest of the document and with OMA conventions.
