5.6.2 Handle

The Handle is a random number 
generated by a DRM Agent and used to identify Rights on the SRM that the DRM Agent intends to access for the Move or Local Consumption operation.
The Handle is stored in the SRM and in the Operation Log. Note, the Operation Log is kept in the Device and used for associating the DRM Agent specific Rights for the Move or Local Consumption operation. 
When sending the initial message of Move or Local Consumption, the DRM Agent MUST generate a Handle and send it to the SRM. 
The usage of the Handle is specified in the sections for Move and Local Consumption.
