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1 Reason for Change

The <daID> element identifies the DA as specified in Section 6.2.3.3. 
The RI MUST use the URL specified by the <daURL> element when initiating the RDP – User Domain protocol. 
If the <rdpTrigger> element carries an <userdomainRequest> element, the PDU MUST be a RDP-UserDomainRequest PDU. If the RDP trigger holds a <nonce> element, a TI MUST include the <nonce> value as a triggerNonce attribute in the first RDP-UserDomainRequest PDU.
