a) In the second bullet, it states: 

" For the <count> and <timed-count> constraint, the remainingCount field in the StateInformation structure MUST be less than the corresponding <count> or <timed-count> value." The remainingCount can also be equal than the corresponding <count> or <timed-count> value.

b) Same with <interval>.

c) It is not specified which check has to be done with the Copy permission.

Proposed Change: 
a) Modify the text as follows: 

"For the <count> and <timed-count> constraint, the remainingCount field in the StateInformation structure MUST be less or equal than the corresponding <count> or <timed-count> value.

b) Similar for <interval>

c) Add Copy on the permissions list on the first line or generate a new list of checks for Copy.

In the CR only changes a) and b) are implemented. Change c) can be closed with no action needed. The reason is that for the Copy of an RO, there is no need to transmit the StateInformation because the original RO is Copied.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.5 State Information Consistency

A Stateful Rights Object (or portions of) may be Moved, Adhoc Shared or Lent to another Device. The recipient Device MUST check that the current StateInformation (see section 8.19) that is transferred is consistent with the actual Rights Object. This consistency check means the following:

· For the <interval> constraint, the date-time field in the StateInformation structure MUST be all zeros or the specified date MUST be less than or equal to the current DRM Time plus the <interval> value. 
· For the <count> and <timed-count> constraint, the remainingCount field in the StateInformation structure MUST be less than or equal to the corresponding <count> or <timed-count> value.

· For the <accumulated> constraint, the accumulatedTime field in the StateInformation structure MUST be less than the <accumulated> value.
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
