Scenario 24 - Personalised Advertisements

Jo orders a season of her favourite comedy show. To save some money, Jo agrees to consume advertisements in exchange for a lower price. Jo receives the season and watches an episode from it. Jo also likes sports, and before the episode commences, Jo is shown an advertisement about an important game coming up. Jo decides to buy tickets to watch the game.

Jo's friend Pete likes the same comedy show and also buys it for the reduced price. Pete is not interested in sports, but he does like movies. Therefore, instead of a sport's advertisement, Pete is shown a movie trailer.
Mr. Mueller's granddaughter has bought him a senior mobile phone. The phone only shows advertisements to Mr. Mueller that target his age group.
The three persons become personalised advertisements because their devices maintain a user profile. This user profile can be based on the user's preferences, the content the user has consumed, or it can be initialised prior to delivery of the device. The profile can be dynamically updated, allowing a more precise targeting reflecting the user's ever changing interests.
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
