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1 Reason for Change

Regarding the market requirement of “Support for Games/ Executables (e.g. during runtime)” which is described in the WID DRM2.2, an architecture flow for the application of integrated management for Rights consumption is proposed in this document.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add a Section  appendix B.2.x as follows:
B.2.x Integrated Management for Rights Consumption
A client may subscribe rights for content or game/executables that can be consumed by limited devices, especially the subscriber client may specify the target clients that can use the subscribed rights.
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Figure xx: Integrated Management for Rights Consumption
1. The client-1 connects to the Rights Issuer portal and subscribes the rights for a selected content or game/executable that can be consumed by at most of permitted number of devices or by specified devices. The client-1 SHOULD indicate the RI the total number of target devices or the concrete device ID of the target devices that may consume the subscribed content or game/executables.

2. Client-2 acquires the rights that are subscribed by client-1 to the RI.

3. If the subscriber client (client-1) has indicated the permitted number of target devices, RI checks the number of devices that have been issued the specified rights whether less than the permitted number. If yes, the RI increases the total number of consuming devices by 1 and proceeds to step 5 ; else refuses the request.
4. If the subscriber client (client-1) has indicated the concreted target devices for that specific rights, RI checks whether client-2 is in the scope of specified target devices. If yes, proceeds to step 5; else refuses the request.
5. RI issues the rights to the client-2.
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
