This change will help to insure that interoperability between implementations of the suspend/resume functional of the OMA DS 1.2 enabler.

5 Recommendation

Oracle recommends that the OMA DS 1.2 specifications be changed as proposed below.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Section 6.12.1 of OMA-SyncML-DataSyncProtocol-V1_2-20040601-C should be expanded to include details on the format and content of the <Alert> element sent from the client to the server when making a request to suspend a session. The follow text should be added before the example in section 6.12.1:
“
When a client makes a request to suspend a session is does so by sending an Alert element to the server within package #3 or package #4. 
1. Requirements for the elements within the Alert element.

- CmdID MUST be used.
- The Item element is used to specify the server and the client device; it is not possible to suspend an specific datastore, the entire session is suspended, including any datastores currently being synchronized
- The Data element is used to include the Alert code. The alert code MUST be ‘224’ (See Alert Codes).

“
Section 6.12.2 of OMA-SyncML-DataSyncProtocol-V1_2-20040601-C should be expanded to include details on the contents of the Alert element sent from the client to server when requesting to resume a suspended session. In additon text should be added that clarifies that individual datastores are resumed. That is the <Source> and <Target> elements of the suspend and resume Alert elements will not be the same (or necessarily one-to-one).

The following text should be added to section 6.12.2 before the examples:
“

When a client requests to resume a suspended session, the Alert is for a datastore and not for a device. That is, the <Source> element MUST reference a datastore that was being synchronized during the previous (suspended) session. It is possible to send multiple Alert elements to the server corresponding to requests to resume several datastores. For example, if a client was previously synchronizing contacts and calendar datastores, that client may request to resume both the contacts and calendar datastores. 
1. Requirements for the elements within the Alert element

· CmdID MUST be used

· the Item element is used to specify the server datastore and the client datastore that is being requested for resumption

· The Source element of the Item element MUST be a valid client datastore that was being synchronized in the previous session

· The Target element of the Item element MUST be a valid server datastore that was being synchronized in the previous session.

· The Data element is used to include the Alert code. The alert code MUST be ‘225’ (See Alert Codes).
If the server is busy, when it receives this Alert from the client, it MAY return the Busy Status with the ‘101’ status code back to client. The server MAY also return other status codes in response to the client’s request for resume. The server may return status code 503 to indicate that the server is temporarily unavailable. The status code is associated with the Alert command sent by the client.
 “

These clarifications will help implementors design a suspend/resume implementation that is interoperable.
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
