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1 Reason for Change

Current SUPL architecture tells that SLP consists of SLC and SPC. But, SLP with only SLC should be considered and it can be consistent with SUPL RD and other part of SUPL AD. 

One use case in SUPL RD introduced the SUPL partially enabled network. SUPL partially enabled network has no capability to proceed the positioning of the SET located in the Visited network by its own. It means that H-SLC uses the SPC in the Visited network to proceed the positioning. In this case, H-SPC is not necessarily needed within the SLP. SUPL positioning may be advanced by either fulfilling the request on its own or with the help of an external SPC.
Also, coarse location technologies such as Cell ID are enough to have SLC having own SPCF (SUPL Positioning Calculation Function) as described in SUPL AD 6.6.1.1. 
To sum up, SLP MUST include SLC, and MAY or MAY NOT include SPC.

The detail functions and definitions of the components defined in this figure are explained in the next section.

In generic environments, the required SUPL components are the SET and the network component. SLP MUST include SLC and MAY include SPC. An SLP that includes SLC only MUST be able to advance SUPL positioning by either fulfilling the request on its own or with the help of an external SPC. The SET communicates with the network over the Lup interface.

In MNO environments, several entities and their interfaces may also be needed as illustrated in the figure in this section.
