Editorship of a specification is a crucial and error-prone task which needs to be supported by peer reviewers.

3 Detailed Proposal

To date the LOC editors integrate agreed CRs into the baseline specs (“spec” means here RD, AD, TS, or ETR) and upload to the portal. Even though our editors do a superb job, they are human and committ errors: sometimes editors do minor mistakes by overseeing a passage in a CR or missing to respect a condition upon which the CR was agreed in a meeting. Sometimes, entire CRs are forgotten to be integrated. Therefore, we introduced a seven days inspection period runs in which LOC members are expected to review that the integration of CRs was done properly. As it seems, few or no members indeed check the new baseline in this regard. So, I propose to appoint dedicated reviewers who have the following responsibilities:
· Notify chair and editor if spec is not been updated within two weeks after a meeting has agreed a CR to this spec
· Upon upload of a new spec baseline, verify that all agreed CRs are incorporated correctly

· Is all relevant text from the CR incorporated?
· Did editor incorporate at the right place(s) in the spec?

· Was there a condition upon which the CR was agreed? Was the condition respected by the editor?

· Are the editorial changes applied on top of the agreed CRs by the editor in order?
· Did editor obey the formalisms attached to a new baseline: clearing old change bars, hiking the date stamp, proper naming of the spec (file name, spec name on first page of doc, doc header per page, document history), proper update of document history, producing both a clean and a change bar version, etc.?
· If there is are problems, work with WG leadership, WI champion and editor to resolve them.

· When new baseline has been found to be ok, notify LOC secretary to update the CR Tracking Table on the portal.

· Send a message to oma-location that new baseline was found to be ok.
