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1 Reason for Change

Segmentation of RRLP will create unnecessary delays of the SUPL POS messages transport. Thus it is suggested to replace the PDU size limitation in RRLP with the limitation valid for SUPL.  Furthermore no references to the positioning payload specifications are given.
