3 Detailed Proposal

The LOC group proposes that the support for the two authentication methods for GSM/WCDMA deployments, as described in doc ““OMA-SEC-2005-0054R02-Security-for-3GPP-PROXY-mode-in-SUPL”;

-
Alternative client side authentication method based upon IP Address / MSISDN binding.

-
PSK-TLS with GBA support as specified in 3GPP TS33.222

should both be of an optional nature, hence neither of the two methods are considered mandatory.
As authentication is considered mandatory, at least one of the stated methods must be supported.
Please note that the “PSK-TLS” method is the preferred method of authentication for increased security and interoperability.
