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1 Reason for Change

In the triggered service, the trigger resides in the SET. The SET checks the period and sends the SUPL POS INIT message to the SLP in order to begin the positioning session. The SLP waits for getting the SUPL POS INIT message from SET. 
However, if the SET does not send the SUPL POS INIT in the right periodic time, the positioning session will not begin. The triggered service will not be done rightly. Because the position estimate is needed to served the triggered service. 

For an example, this problem happens when the SET was turned off for a while and turned on. 
If the time of sending the SUPL POS INIT message to the SLP was in the time when the SET was turned off, the SET missed the time to send the SUPL POS INIT message. Even though he SET is turned on, the SET does not send the SUPL POS INIT message to the SLP because the SET missed the period.

In this case, we can not get the position estimate of the SET, so we can not serve the triggered service completely. This is the problem. 

The SET should send the SUPL POS INIT message to the SLP when the SET is turned on again. However. there is no solution to make the SET send the SUPL POS INIT message to the SLP when the SET misses the period. 
On the other hands, this problems happens when the SET  malfunctions so the SET does not keep the right period.  In this case, the SET does not send the SUPL POS INIT message to the SLP. The triggered service is not be served rightly. 
This CR proposes the way of making the SET send the SUPL POS INIT message to the SLP even though the SET misses the period.
This CR makes both of the SET and the SLP check the period. The SLP sends the message to invoke the SET to send the SUPL POS INIT message when the SET misses the period.
The SLP keeps the period and waits for getting the SUPL POS INIT message from the SET. If the SLP does not get the SUPL POS INIT message within the promised period, the SLP sends the SET the message which invoke the SET send the SUPL POS INIT message. In this case, the SET sends the SUPL POS INIT message even thought the SET misses the period.

Change 1:  Exception case of Triggered service
5.4.2.7 Exception Procedures

5.4.2.7.X The SLP invokes the SET to begin the positioning phase
The SET sends the SUPL POS INIT message to the SLP when the SET checks the period. The SLP waits the SUPL POS INIT from the SET. However, the SLP does not get the SUPL POS INIT message within the promised time period, the SLP sends the SUPL TRIGGERED INVOKE message to the SET to invoke the SET to begin positioning phase. The SET sends the SUPL POS INIT message to the SLP. 
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A. The triggered location procedure is processing.
B. The SET should send the SUPL POS INIT by checking the period. But the SET misses the period due to some problems so the SET does not send the SUPL POS INIT message to the SLP. 
C. The SLP checks the period and expects to get the SUPL POS INIT message from the SET. But the SLP does not get the SUPL POS INIT message.
D. The SLP sends the SUPL TRIGGERED INVOKE message to the SET. The message invokes the SET to begin the positioning phase.
E. After getting the SUPL TRIGGERED INVOKE message, the SET sends the SUPL POS INIT message to the SLP.

F. The SET and the SLP do the positioning procedure.

G. The triggered location procedure is processing. 
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
