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1 Reason for Change

The positioning method used in SUPL POS session is determined by the SLP after the SLP receives the SET capabilities included in the SUPL POS INIT message. When the SLP determines the positioning method, the SLP reflects the QoP and the SET capabilities. However the SET cannot notify the SLP of the desired positioning method even If the SET desires to use the specified positioning method in SUPL POS session.  
This CR proposes the method that the SET notifies the SLP of the desired positioning method to be used in SUPL POS session. When the SET sends the SUPL POS INIT message to the SLP, the SET includes the ‘Pos Technology Priority’ parameter in SET capabilities. The Pos Technology Priority parameter defines positioning methods desired by the SET and the priority of desired positioning methods. In Pos Technology Priority parameter one or more desired positioning methods of the SET are contained in the high priority order. If the Pos Technology Priority parameter is included when the SLP receives the SUPL POS INIT message, the SLP determines the positioning method reflected the priority of the desired positioning method in the Pos Technology Priority parameter.
