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1 Reason for Change

This CR introduces a new use case for MLS1.2 in order to support partially stopping a triggered location reporting request,previously issued for a group of SETs,  i.e. to allow the application user to stop the location reporting for some, instead of all, of the target SETs.

5.4 Use Case for stop location request procedure of partial target SETs in triggered location service
5.4.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

An application user requests the triggered locations service for some target SETs. The Location Server may report the position results as they become available. Alternatively, at some time the application user may want to stop location request for one or several targets.  Location Server can terminate location the procedure for corresponding target SETs.

5.4.2 Actors

· Positioning target SETs (targets to be positioned)

· Application (End-user application for location services)

· MLS Enabler implementation (Providing location data)

5.4.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

· Application (End-user application for location services)

The application wants to partially cancel  a triggered location reporting request previously issued for a group of SETs.

· MLS Enabler implementation (Providing location data)

MLS Enabler implementation needs to be able to handle the request to terminate the location procedure for some, instead of all, of the target SETs.

5.4.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· Application (End-user application for location services)

The application can partially cancel a triggered location reporting request previously issued for a group of SETs..
· MLS Enabler implementation  (Providing location data)

MLS Enabler implementation can terminate the location procedure for some, instead of all, of the target SETs according to request. 

5.4.3 Pre-conditions

An application asks the location server for the position of some target SETs.

The location server needs to be able to handle the request to terminate the location procedure for some, instead of all, of the target SETs.

5.4.4 Post-conditions

The application user only gets the position results of the SETs for which the location procedures have not been cancelled by the application user.
5.4.5 Normal Flow

1. An application sends a triggered location reporting request to a MLS Enabler implementation for some target SETs.

2. The MLS Enabler implementation starts to perform the triggered location procedure.
3. The MLS Enabler implementation sends a response to the application including  some location information when the location results are available.

4. The application sends a request to the MLS Enabler implementation to terminate the location reporting for some, instead of all, of the target SETs . 
5. The MLS Enabler implementation terminates the location procedures for the target SETs included in the stop request and sends a response to the application.
