Use cases

5.1 Choosing location technologies

Short description

When a user owns several handsets, it is not obvious to decide which one to query in order to obtain its position. Furthermore, a requester would have to know the identifiers of the handsets on all the networks in order to perform queries on all of them.

The Location Provider can establish the correspondence for the requester and perform the operation on the right device.
Actors

· A User who owns several terminals potentially attached to different networks.
· An Application requesting the location of the user.
· A Location Provider, who has the means to locate the user and to provide this information to the Application
5.1.1.1 Actor specific issues
5.1.1.2 Actor specific benefits
The Application may choose to remain ignorant of the User's equipments.

The Application may obtain a better positioning than by targeting a specific device.
The User may remain anonymous in the eyes of the Application (e.g. if the Location Provider implements aliasing mechanisms).
Pre-conditions
The User's terminal is attached to the networks that let him be localized. 
The privacy set by this user for this specific application lets the Application obtain his location.
The privacy settings let the Location Provider locate the User on terminals that meet the requirements in terms of quality of positioning.
The Location Provider has knowledge of the potentially available networks for the User, and is able to resolve the identifier given by the Application into an identifier for each of the available networks.
5.1.2 Post-conditions
5.1.3 Provided the pre-conditions are fulfilled, the Application obtains a location matching the requested quality of positioning.
Normal flow
1. An application requests the location of a User

2. The Location Provider resolves the User's identifier. For this, it may use an enabler providing identity matching.
3. The Location Provider finds the device that user is registered with and looks for the most suitable location procedure (e.g. using UAProf, DM or Presence)
4. The Location Provider obtains a location from equipments which he deems worthy of sending a location request to
5. The Location Provider returns the position to the Application.
