	Behaviour:
	Report once  the first time the SET moves from outside the target area to inside the target area. This requires an additional report to be sent when the SET first detects that it is inside the area. If the SET starts off inside the target area, it must first move out and then return for the trigger to be fulfilled. This use case requires two separate triggered sessions, the first to detect when the SET is outside the area, the second to detect when the SET has moved back inside. It is up to the SUPL Agent to coordinate these two sessions.

	Example use case:
	A truck scheduling application generates a notification when a truck returns to base. At the time the trigger criteria is set, it may not be known if the truck has already left its base or not.

	Triggers:
	“Leaving” (or “Outside”) trigger with no repeated reporting, followed by “Entering” (or “Inside”) trigger with no repeated reporting.

	Behaviour:

	A user wishes to send an automatic notification when they have left their work premises. At the time the trigger criteria is set, they may or may not have reached their work premises yet.

	Triggers:
	“Entering” (or “Inside”) trigger with no repeated reporting, followed by “Leaving” (or “Outside”) trigger with no repeated reporting.
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
