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1 Reason for Change

Devices in WiMAX network can usually be identified by MAC. In SUPL2.0, NAI has already been defined as one of identities to identify SET, however, one user may have multiple devices, and in that case, it is not accurate to identify one device using NAI. And this contribution proposes using MAC as one types of SET ID.
