It has been identified the need for process of sign off an approved WID which has been dormant and loosing interest by the members. For implement such process, the TP leadership proposes in this CR that WID is expired when it passes 1 (one) year after its approval, then it must be re-validated by TP Review and Approval process if it is to continue to be actively in progress. It should be noted that since the objective of this process is to re-validate a WID if it is considered active, the content of WID shall not be changed for the TP R&A. Therefore, objection to the R&A shall be related to activeness of the WID, not the scope/content of the WID.

13.1.2.1.4 Stage 4. Technical Plenary Approval of WIs

The end result of the Technical Plenary review and approval SHALL be:

a) the WI is approved as submitted and assigned to a Technical Working Group, or

b) the WI is approved with changes and assigned to a Technical Working Group, or

c) the work item is not approved and returned to the creators or Requirements group for further work pending resubmission for approval (see stage 2), or

d) the work item is finally rejected. 

In either of the cases where the Technical Plenary approves a WI (cases (a) and (b) above) the approved WI SHALL be delegated to a technical working group.

In the event of a resubmission of a WI that has been previously rejected by the Technical Plenary, i.e. case (d), the Technical Plenary should first establish whether it will entertain resubmission.
Approved WI expires in 1 (one) year. If a WI is continue to be actively in progress more than 1 year after its approval, the WI SHALL be re-validated with Technical Plenary review and approval. This process is only for re-validation of activeness, the content of WID SHALL NOT be under consideration. If a WI fails Technical Plenary approval, the WI is regarded obsolete.
If a WI is re-validated in the above process, the same process SHALL be repeated for the WI to remain active for an additional year.
