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1 Reason for Change

There is a class of files (e.g. DTDs, Schemas, ACs, etc), though not specifications, which need to be associated to enablers in the permanent document area so there is proper retention and reference.  At present, there is not an appropriate document type available for storing these.  This is resulting in a myriad set of approaches to get this information captured.

Thus a new doc type is being proposed to provide a more consistent approach to handling these types of documents.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This would be a new doc type.  Files that would nominally be associated to this type would eventually be named accordingly.  Existing files may be renamed depending on the needs of the groups and the nature of the releases involved.  It is not anticipated that a material change to an approved enabler would be made but a clean-up of a Candidate could be accomplished, if an update is planned.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

There may be instances where the support files need to be referenced.  At present, these have been somewhat arbitrary.  The use of the SUP doc type is expected to improve this usage.
In particular case of ERELD or any other package description usage, it is expected that the SUP doc type will provide a much clearer linkage between a retained version of the file and a version maintained for normal use.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

OpsPrcs is encouraged to consider the needs and benefits of the introduction of the SUP data type and to agree this additional document type to the process document.  This would lead to updates of the portal in support of this type.

The SUP document type provides a means to retain and reference non-specification documents needed to be associated with a enabler or other package.  The formal document name, as SUP document, may differ from the normal usage.  For example, a DTD file is expected to be available in the external DTD directory but would not normally include the <DateStr> or <State>.  The linkage of the formal document and the normal usage file should be described in the appropriate package description (e.g. ERELD).  The <FuncArea> name component should provide some form of type identification (e.g. AC, DTD, etc.), where possible, to permit easy recognition of the likely information contained therein.
