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1 Reason for Change

Several ERELDs do not make it clear the actual versions of specs that comprise the release they are supposed to define.  In addition, with the proposed introduction of support files (e.g. DTDs, ACs), there is a need to identify where these files need to be stored so they are available.
This Change has been reviewed with the Release Planning and Management Committee (REL) which is the primary user / definer of this document.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The proposed change would not be imposed on currently approved releases but would be expected to be captured in any subsequent revision of the enabler and its defining ERELD.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

The proposed changes are local to the ERLED and do not impact any other documents.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
