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1 Reason for Change

The OMA Process Section 13.4 explicitly defines document change management after a document has reached Candidate or Approved status. As the purpose of the document change management is to provide traceability and visibility of changes to a permanent document, it is natural and desirable that the same process applies for draft permanent document and in practice, it is executed in many cases for specification development.  The Process needs to explicitly specify that document change management apply for draft permanent document in order for thorough traceability and visibility of permanent document development. This CR clarifies when to start to follow the document change management process defined in Section 13.4.
R01 reflected the discussion in the OP conference call on April 21st.
R2 reflects changes performed as a group on 05 May conference call.  It was noted that section 13.3 already had material about setting baseline so the further revision removed that text.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

No impact on backward compatibility. The change does not apply retrospectively.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

No impact on other specification, but impact on specification development process. It must be ensured that CR format be used for any contribution to modify a specific permanent document (including new text) independent of its status. This means that clear separation in the format of contribution between one for discussion (to use “Input Contribution”) and any content directly modify a permanent document (to use “Change Request”). Practically, both can be included in a single contribution package if so intended. Also, editor of a permanent document must make sure to create a CR when any modification is agreed by its responsible group based on any contributions not in the form of Change Request.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
