1 Reason for Change

The Architecture WG wanted to update the AD template to include improved usage of the OMA Dictionary.  As the AD inherits much of the front-matter from the generic Spec template it was deemed appropriate to seek a consistent change for all such document templates.  This would foster common usage for terms from the dictionary as well as provide the additional instructional and advisory text.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The update to the template adds a few lines to support usage of the OMA Dictionary.  These lines would be removed if the dictionary were not used.  Spec type docs which already have references to the dictionary would be encouraged to revise the wording, but this would not affect the material content.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

The dictionary is an informative document and provides definitions and abbreviations that can be used by specs.  This does not change terms or their definitions in current specs as they would need to incorporate the indirection.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
