This CR proposes requirements on Administration & Configuration. It proposes to remove the existing section on Administration & Configuration (6.1.10) and include new text under section 6.1.3 Group Management explaining that the administration and use of groups are functions that are controlled by permissions, i.e. like any of the other functions in this section.
