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1 Reason for Change

The Presence Server supports the ability for watchers to subscribe to presence lists, according to the following requirements in the Presence RD:

· Watchers SHALL be able to request the presence information of presentities (including group lists that represent multiple presentities), on an ad-hoc basis.
· Watchers SHALL be able to request the presence information of presentities (including group lists that represent multiple presentities) on subscription basis, where notifications are sent periodically.
· The Presence Service SHALL allow presentities and watchers to utilize group lists, e.g. contact lists, as defined in [GM].
This change is to illustrate the information flow for a subscription to a presence list, including retrieval of the presence list from the GLMS.
This contribution also proposes:

· text stating that the protocol for the Pgm reference point (PS <> GLMS) is not specified for Release 1.0, and

· a few minor bug fixes.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.1.4.6 Reference Point Pgm: Presence Server – GLMS

The Pgm reference point supports the communication between the GLMS and the Presence Server.  The protocol for the Pgm reference point is not specified.
The Pgm reference point SHALL support the following:

· Transfer of Presence Lists to the Presence Server

· 
· Transfer of Subscription Authorisation Policies to the Presence Server


6.1.4.7 Reference Point Pm: GLM Client – GLM Server

The Pm reference point is between the Group List and Management Client and the Group List and Management Server. The Pm reference point SHALL provide the following functions:

· Create groups and lists

· Modify existing groups and lists (e.g. add and remove users of the group)

· Retrieve groups and lists 

· Delete groups and lists

The Pm reference is defined in [OMA GMAD].

6.2.x Retrieving a Presence List from the GLMS 

Watchers can use the GLMS to create and maintain presence lists.  A presence list enables a watcher to subscribe to multiple presentities using a single SUBSCRIBE request.  This information flow illustrates how the Presence Server retrieves a presence list from the GLMS, in order to resolve the presence list URI to individual presentity URIs.
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Figure a – Retrieving a Presence List from the GLMS
1. A watcher wishes to subscribe to presence information for multiple presentities by using a presence list.  The method for creating and maintaining the presence list is outside the scope of this specification.  To initiate the subscription, the watcher sends a SIP SUBSCRIBE request to the SIP/IP Core, addressed to the SIP URI of the presence list.

2. The SIP/IP Core forwards the SIP SUBSCRIBE request to the appropriate Presence Server.

3. The Presence Server performs the necessary authorisation checks of the watcher, and accepts the subscription by sending a SIP 202 Accepted response to the SIP/IP Core.

4. The SIP/IP Core forwards the SIP 202 Accepted to the watcher.

5. The Presence Server sends a request to the GLMS to retrieve the presence list.  The protocol to perform this is not specified.

6. The GLMS sends a response back to the Presence Server, containing the requested presence list.  The protocol to perform this is not specified.
7. Upon retrieving the contents of the presence list, the Presence Server builds a single presence document containing the aggregated status of all presentities in the presence list.  This may require the Presence Server to subscribe to the presence information of one or more presentities in the presence list, if that information is not available locally.  The Presence Server then sends a SIP NOTIFY message containing the presence information to the watcher.

8. The SIP/IP Core forwards the SIP NOTIFY message to the watcher.

9. The watcher acknowledges the SIP NOTIFY message with a SIP 200 OK.

10. The SIP/IP Core forwards the SIP 200 OK to the appropriate Presence Server.
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
