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1 Reason for Change

The IETF “geopriv” defines a common structure of policy rules. The rules are used to grant permissions only: if no rule matches, no permissions are granted.

A rule can contain a reference to a URI List. This is an explicit non-goal in IETF:

· Users in “roaming” can create rules in a foreign server

· An external reference can cause problems if the referenced server is not responding

Not a problem in OMA architecture:

· Users in “roaming” always access their home server

(2)

A default rule can be defined. This is an explicit non-goal in IETF:

· For users in “roaming” the rules can be processed by a foreign server

· The foreign server can grant more permissions than desirable if the default policy is “accept” and the foreign server does not understand an extension restricting the access

Not a problem in OMA architecture:

· User is accessing always the same servers

· All servers are OMA compliant

Conclusion:

· The IETF does not (and will not) define external lists nor default policy because of the architecture

· Since the OMA architecture is different, an OMA specific extension is possible

This contribution defines an OMA specific extension of the IETF common policy. It introduces external list references and default policy.

Common Extensions

6.6.1
Authorization Rules
Every authorization policy based on [COMMONPOL] SHALL support the extensions defined in this sub-clause.

6.6.1.1 Structure
Every authorization policy based on [COMMONPOL]

· SHALL support the “external-list” condition element;
· SHALL support the “other-identity” condition element.
The “external-list” element SHALL contain an XCAP URI of a “resource-lists” document. It allows to match those identities that are part of a URI List stored in Shared XDMS (as defined in [Shared_XDM]).

The “other-identity” sub-element matches all identities that are not referenced in any rule. It allows to specify a default policy.
