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1 General Description

Presence SIMPLE defines a common mechanism that makes presence information accessible to other service enablers (e.g., PoC, IM) that could be enhance by the knowledge of such data. Such information is expected to be generated by presence data sources and is stored in the network where it can be located, accessed and manipulated (e.g. created, changed, recombined, and deleted).  The Presence SIMPLE specifies how such information will be defined in well-structured XML documents, as well as the common protocol for access and manipulation of such XML documents, by authorized principals. 

For example, Presence SIMPLE can be used to enrich users knowledge about others using e.g. IM if they are in principle able to answer quickly as they are connected to the network and they don’t block other services. As there are a lot of potential sources for presence information (Network, User, Services, Devices) a function concentrating, combining and redistribute that information is very supportive as other services can use it without going into details. Only the combination makes it valuable information for users to be referenced as decision basis how to communicate with others.

In these examples, there is common information about the network status but also information about the availability to be used consistently across multiple OMA enablers.  For example, a general control of the availability to be used for different service under different communication situations could be used to combine calendar functionality (as a presence source) with allowed combinations of services.

Release 1 of the Presence SIMPLE enabler focused on core requirements, as well as the requirements of OMA enablers that were identified early in the Release 1 timeframe (i.e. PoC) that could make use of common Presence functions.
This Release 2 of the Presence SIMPLE enabler will be based on unmet requirements from Release 1 that are still agreed, the requirements of newly identified enablers that can make use of common interface to reflect service status information as additional presence source and their usage of presence information as information source during setup and runtime of a service (e.g. Game Service), and any additional requirements that are agreed.
