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1 Reason for Change

In the current Shared XDM spec, the URI list is used to store 2 kinds of URI lists: 

1) Those created by the user and used for communication means, such as, IM or PoC

2) Those created by applications and potentially shared among applications

A main distinction between these 2 kinds of lists is that for the first kind, the user has intimate knowledge and mainly uses them for the purpose of launching communication while for the latter kind, the user may have only limited direct control and usually control through various application usages.  Example of the first kind are buddy lists for IM or contact lists for PoC.  Examples of the second kind are external lists used by PoC groups or RLS lists.

The mix of these 2 kinds of URI lists in the same application usage creates an interoperable problem.  When a user moves his SIM from one terminal to another, because different terminal implementations use different methodologies in organizing their URI lists, the user’s data could be easily mixed as a result.

This CR creates a separate application usage, called Contact URI List, where all URI lists meant for launching communication applications are stored.  Those URI lists created by applications are stored in its own application usage, that is, resource lists. This would simplify logic for terminal implementation and avoid potential interoperable problems caused by implementation variations. 

It is noted that this CR only proposes a new organization of URI lists.  There is no new functionality being introduced as a result.  It also worth pointing out that this CR does not prevent sharing those lists in Contact List being used for other purposes, such as, used as RLS lists or Presence watcher lists, etc.

5.3 Contact URI List

This section specifies a new application usage, contact URI list, where groups of  URIs are stored  for communication means.  

5.3.1 Structure

The Contact URI List SHALL conform to the structure of the “resource-lists” document described in [XCAP_List] Section 3.
5.3.2 Application Unique ID

The application unique ID (AUID) of a contact URI list SHALL be “contact-list”.

5.3.3 Default Namespace

The default namespace SHALL conform to the default namespace “urn:ietf:params:xml:ns:resource-lists” for the “resource-lists” document described in [XCAP_List].

5.3.4 XML Schema

A Contact URI List document SHALL conform to the XML schema for the “resource-lists” document described in [XCAP_List] Section 3.4.3 with its own namespace for extensibility.

5.3.5 MIME Type

The Contact URI List SHALL conform to the MIME type “application/resource-lists+xml” defined in [XCAP_List] Section 3.4.2.

5.3.6 Validation constraints

In addition to the XML schema, the additional validation constraints on a Contact URI List SHALL conform to those described in [XCAP_List] Section 3.4.4. 

5.3.7 Data Semantics

The data semantics for a Contact URI List SHALL conform to those described in [XCAP_List] Section 3.4.5.
5.3.8 Naming conventions

The naming conventions for a Contact Contact URI List SHALL conform to those described in [XCAP_List] Section 3.4.6.

The XDMC MAY use a single file for all Contact URI Lists for a particular user. Such a Contact URI List document contains <list> entries with name attributes, each of which identifies one of the user's shared URI Lists. 
If a single file as described above is used, the filename SHALL be "index". The "name" attribute of each <list> element SHALL be present and SHALL be unique amongst all <list> elements within the same parent element.

5.3.9 Global documents

This application usage defines no global documents.

5.3.10 Resource interdependencies

This application usage defines no additional resource interdependencies.
5.3.11 Authorization policies

Only the owner  SHALL have the authorization right to access and modify Contact URI List document.
