	Problem Text
	In RFC 3863 (PIDF), it is stated in §4.1.1 that 
The <presence> element MUST have an 'entity' attribute. The value of 
the 'entity' attribute is the 'pres' URL of the PRESENTITY publishing 
this presence document. 

In the OMA-TS-Presence_SIMPLE-V1_0, §5.1.1 on the publication of 
presence information it is stated that in an IMS / MDD environment the 
Presence Source must set the 'entity' attribute to the value of the P- 
Preferred-Identity / P-Asserted-Identity / default public user 
identity , which is a SIP-URI or a Tel-URI. 

The examples in OMA-TS-Presence_SIMPLE-V1_0 spec §10.2 and §10.6, and 
the presence documents in OMA-ETS-Conf-Presence-V1_0-20050714-D.doc 
have an 'entity' attribute that is a SIP-URI. 

The example in section 6 in IETF draft "draft-ietf-simple-event-list- 
07" has the 'entity' attribute set to a SIP-URI, the same URI as in 
the one in the resource lists document. 

Examples in "draft-ietf-simple-rpid-10", "draft-ietf-simple-partial- 
pidf-format-06", "draft-ietf-simple-partial-publish-04" has 
the 'entity' attribute set to a pres URI. 

The example in A.3.2.1, A.3.3.1, A.4.2.1, A.5.3.1 in 3GPP TS 24.141 
V6.6.0 has the 'entity' attribute set to a pres: URI while the example 
in A.8.4 has the 'entity' attribute set to sip: URI. 

This is a source of confusion. What URI should be used as the 'pres' 
URL for a presentity? Should pres: or sip: be used as prefix? How 
different can the two URIs be when it comes to the username and 
hostname?
