2.1 Presence Information Elements semantics

OMA Presence RD [PRESREQ] specifies a set of building blocks of presence information that need to be supported by the Presence enabler and their semantics.

The following sections describe the mapping of those presence information building blocks initially to some presence data model components and then to some element of PIDF [RFC3863], or one of its extensions (e.g. RPID [RFC4480], geographical, location object [RFC4119], and Presence Data Model [PRESDATAMODEL]). In case such a mapping is not possible because elements with similar semantics have not been defined so far in IETF, then OMA-specific extensions to PIDF are performed. 

The OMNA maintains a registry of presence information packages to permit easy registration of new PIDF extensions to this enabler. The complete list of the OMA-specific PIDF extensions is available from [OMNA].
