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1 Reason for Change

RDRR A001 comment:

There are no requirements regarding backward compatibility. Omitting to state that will result in that no testing at Test Fests will be done and neither is any limitations in the scope of compatibility stated (e.g. which combinations of clients and servers). 
As backward compatibility is an assumed or implicit requirement it should be better defined to secure the parts really needed.

RDRR A002 comment:

If backward compatibility is assumed it should be stated. If it is not supported then this needs to be stated as well

O2: If a feature is supported in this release then assumption is that it is in all subsequent releases

IBM: the norm is that everything is backward compatible

RDRR A155 comment:

We need to add some specific interoperability cases here:

a PoC1 group document defined in PoC1/XDM1 SHALL be possible to access by an XDM2 client  without any impact on the XDM1 equipment

a PoC1XDM1 client SHALL be able to access an XDM2 Group document as if it were a PoC1 Group document.
