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1 Reason for Change

This CR is a follow up to the action item received in the October 3rd PAG conference call in response to the POC WG input contribution OMA-PAG-2006-0532-INP_PoC2_LI_Support.

This CR provides text to identify the need for XDM 2.0 to explicitly support Lawful Interception (LI) for PoC 2.0.  In particular, new definitions and an abbreviation are added to Section 3 and a new Section 6.1.9 is proposed to provide explicit XDM requirements needed to support the PoC 2.0 LI requirements.
If not accepted, PoC 2.0 LI requirement is not satisfied.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

There is no impact.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

This CR provides the explicit requirement for XDM 2.0 needed for support of the PoC 2.0 LI requirement.  A CR for the Presence 2.0 RD is being submitted to complete the identification of requirements for the PAG enablers.  
As the need for further CRs is identified (in both PAG and POC specifications), they will be submitted.

6.1.1 Lawful Interception

This section specifies the XDM Enabler requirements for lawful interception (LI).  The capability to intercept telecommunications traffic and related information for PoC is always implemented in accordance with national or regional (e.g., European Union) laws or technical regulations, where these exist and are applicable to the Service Provider.  Nothing in this specification, including the definitions, is intended to supplant such applicable laws or regulations.
