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1 Reason for Change

With Presence 1.0 procedures, the PS can only provide a valid presence document to the watchers if it has received input presence information from Presence Sources and that information has not been expired.

There are use cases where there may be no active sources capable of publishing presence information and setting of permanent presence state is useful. This type of default state is independent of any particular source and can be considered to be persistent.
