The contribution OMA-PAG-2006-585R01 proposes optional query information in HTTP URI of the search request that includes the document to be searched.

As this string may be used for simplified routing on the Search Proxy, the Search Proxy procedures need to be updated accordingly.

Search Request Forwarding
Upon receiving the HTTP Search request, the Search Proxy:

· SHALL check if the body of the request is valid XML document.

· SHALL get the AUID from the optional query information included in the HTTP URI or SHALL get the AUID from the relative URI used as the parameter of the collection input function when the optional query information is not included as part of the HTTP URI.
· SHALL forward the Search request to appropriate XDMS based on the AUID.
Editor’s Note: Possible forking of the search request over NNI shall be included when search NNI interface is specified.
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
