Comment: The definition for Group Member does not seem correct for Join-in Groups.   In particular, the concept of Group Member (as expressed in various XDM & PoC specs) is tied to a pre-defined list (e.g. the <list> element, see bullet d in section 5.1.1).  However, the pre-defined list is not required to contain all the users allowed to join a “restricted” Join-in Group.

Proposed Change: Modify the definition of Group Member so that it applies only to Pre-arranged Group.  The alternative is to require “restricted” Join-In Groups to specify who is allowed to join with the <list> element – but such a change may impact PoC v1.0.

Definitions

	Application Server
	A functional entity that implements the service logic for SIP Sessions (e.g. PoC Server or IM Server).

	Application Unique ID
	A unique identifier within the namespace of Application Unique IDs created by this specification that differentiates XCAP Resources accessed by one application from XCAP Resources accessed by another application.  (Source: [XCAP])

	Application Usage
	Detailed information on the interaction of an application with an XCAP Server. (Source: [XCAP])

	Document Selector
	A sequence of path segments, with each segment being separated by a “/”, that identify the XML document within an XCAP Root that is being selected. (Source: [XCAP])

	Document URI
	The HTTP URI containing the XCAP Root and Document Selector, resulting in the selection of a specific document.  As a result, performing a GET against the Document URI would retrieve the document. (Source: [XCAP])

	Global Document
	A document placed under the Global Tree that applies to all users of that Application Usage.

	Global Tree
	A URI that represents the parent for all Global Documents for a particular Application Usage within a particular XCAP Root. (Source: [XCAP])

	Group
	A Group is a predefined set of Users together with its policies and attributes. A Group is identified by a SIP URI.

	Group Identity
	The SIP URI of the Pre-arranged Group or Join-in Group. 

	Group Member
	A User on the predefined list of Users associated with a Pre-arranged Group or Join-in Group.

	Group Session
	A Group Session is a Pre-arranged Group, Ad-hoc Group or Join-in Group Session.

	Group Session Controlling Function
	The Group Session Controlling Function is implemented in an Application Server and provides centralized Group Session handling, which includes Group policy enforcement.

	Join-in Group
	A persistent Group in which a User individually joins to have a Group Session with other joined Users, i.e., the establishment of a Group Session to a Join-in Group does not result in other Users being invited.  A Join-in Group optionally has an associated set of Group Members.

	Participant
	A Participant is a User in an “active” Session.

	Pre-arranged Group
	A persistent Group that has an associated set of Group Members.  The establishment of a Group Session to a Pre-arranged Group results in all Group Members being invited. 

	Principal
	An entity that has an identity, that is capable of providing consent and other data, and to which authenticated actions are done on its behalf. Examples of principals include an individual user, a group of individuals, a corporation, service enablers/applications, system entities and other legal entities (Source: [OMA_DICT])

	Quality of Experience Profile
	Defines how the end-user experience should be for the Group Session. The service infrastructure will differentiate the end-user experience provided to the Group based on QoE Profile defined for the Group.

	URI List
	A list of URIs.

	User
	A User is any entity that uses the described features through the User Equipment.

	User Address
	A User Address identifies a User. The User Address can be used by one User to request communication with other Users.  (Source: [OMA-PoC-CP])

	Users Tree
	A URI that represents the parent for all user documents for a particular Application Usage within a particular XCAP Root.

	XCAP Resource
	An HTTP resource representing an XML document, an element within an XML document, or an attribute of an element within an XML document that follows the naming and validation constraints of XCAP. (Source: [XCAP])

	XCAP Root
	A context that includes all of the documents across all Application Usages and users that are managed by a server. (Source: [XCAP])

	XCAP Server
	An HTTP server that understands how to follow the naming and validation constraints defined in [XCAP].

	XCAP User Identifier
	The XUI is a string, valid as a path element in an HTTP URI that is associated with each user served by the XCAP Server. (Source: [XCAP])
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
