6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Chapter 5.4.1 – Note to editor – the text bellow is based on agreed 177R01 that must be implemented first
5.4.1 General

A Watcher/Watcher Information Subscriber can make use of the Event Notification Filtering mechanism as described in [RFC4660] for performance optimization. A Watcher/Watcher Information Subscriber can control the contents received in a SIP NOTIFY, by including a filter document (in terms of an XML document [RFC4660] [RFC4661]) as payload in the corresponding SIP SUBSCRIBE request [PRS_SPEC].
It is RECOMMENDED that a Watcher/Watcher Information Subscriber use the filtering whenever available. When to use the filtering is detailed in the following sub-sections.

The reasons for the recommendation include:

· limiting message sizes and number of messages gives more efficient use of network resources (e.g., air interface) between the Watcher/Watcher Information Subscriber and the PS; and
· only those information that is understood and requested by the Watcher/Watcher Information Subscriber is transferred.

It is RECOMMENDED that the Watcher/Watcher Information Subscriber construct a filter document as following:

· only the <what> and <include> elements are used within a <filter> element;
· the “type” attribute describing the value of the <include> or <exclude> element is not used in a filter when the type of the value is ‘xpath’; and

· the “enabled” and “remove” attributes are not used within a <filter> element.
The reason for the recommendation includes:
· improving performance and interoperability, as a filtering document can be very complex; 
· the default value ‘xpath’ is used when the optional attribute “type” is missing; and
· limiting message sizes gives more efficient use of network resources (e.g., air interface).
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
